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Inspections 
Inspections are undertaken as part of the process for monitoring compliance with: 
The conditions attached by ONR to the nuclear site licence granted under the Nuclear Installations Act 1965 (NIA65) (as amended); 
The Energy Act 2013;
The Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 (HSWA74); and 
Regulations made under HSWA74, for example, the Ionising Radiations Regulations 2017 (IRR17) and the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 (MHSWR99).
The inspections entail monitoring the licensee’s actions on the site in relation to incidents, operations, maintenance, projects, modifications, safety case changes and any other matters that may affect safety. The licensee is required to make and implement adequate arrangements under the conditions attached to the licence in order to ensure legal compliance. Inspections seek to judge both the adequacy of these arrangements and their implementation.
In this period, routine inspections Hartlepool covered the following:

Other work
Our inspectors attended the onsite unit 1 restart meeting on 17 July. This was supported by several other virtual engagements to provide confidence in the readiness of the site to restart unit 1.
Our inspectors held several engagements with site regarding the unplanned unit 2 outage and the work required to bring the unit safely back to service.
Our inspectors attended site on 4 September to review the sites arrangements for governance oversight support and performance.
Enhanced attention - Our inspectors have attended engagements concerning the station’s plans and progress with identifying and addressing shortfalls that resulted with the site being place in enhanced attention earlier this year. This will be reviewed further in the planned site annual review meeting on 10-11 November. This will be covered in the next quarterly report. 
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Licensees are required to have arrangements to respond to non-routine matters and events. Our inspectors judge the adequacy of the licensee’s response, including actions taken to implement any necessary improvements. 
Matters and events of note during the period were:
Six reportable events occurred during the period.
Five Safety related
One Security related
ONR have reviewed these events and are satisfied that the site is taking appropriate action to address them.
The ONR investigation has continued during this period into the event on 14 May where an operator opened a wrong valve on a steam system.
ONR are currently in the process of formally handing over the nominated site safety inspector role at Hartlepool. This is anticipated to be complete by the end of November 2025. 
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We may issue formal documents to ensure compliance with regulatory requirements. Under nuclear site licence conditions, we issue regulatory documents, which either permit an activity or require some form of action to be taken. These are usually collectively termed licence instruments but can take other forms. In addition, inspectors may take a range of enforcement actions, to include issuing an enforcement notice.
