Inspections 
The majority of sites we inspect are licensed under the Nuclear Installations Act 1965. HM Naval Base Clyde is not a licensed site; it operates under authorisation from the Ministry of Defence (MOD) Defence Nuclear Safety Regulator (DNSR). The site comprises the Faslane and Coulport facilities and we regulate it through other legislation as noted below.
Inspections are undertaken as part of the process for monitoring compliance with: 
The Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 (HSWA74); and 
Regulations made under HSWA74, for example, the Ionising Radiations Regulations 2017 (IRR17) and the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 (MHSWR99). 
In this period, no routine inspections of HM Naval Base Clyde were carried out.

Other work
